NOTES:

When pre-registering, you may request a desired Start time window for your unit. But we fill Start times 
from earliest received to latest.  So late-arriving requests for early start times will likely not be available. 
All scheduling decisions made by the DVOA Registrars will be final.

You may change the exact make-up of the teams on event day. But please keep any last-minute changes to a minimum.  When unit leaders check in that morning, we will provide a team form with assigned e-punch “fingerstick” numbers (used for the scoring) for each individual or team. You then complete the form with the names of members on each team or individual entries and return the completed form to the Registration table. 
If running in teams, each unit may have one 3-person team on any one course to allow for odd numbers.
Teams in Pairs vs. Running Individually   We will allow you to keep cadets in pairs if that is all they know.  But in national competitions, all cadets run individually.  That’s what any orienteering training should prepare them for.  From years of experience we have found that running a course by committee is far less efficient than a trained individual orienteer.  Performance relies upon quick decisive choices. Talking about what to do next only helps a team’s time when no one else on the course knows what they’re doing either.
